INVESTIGATION REPORT ON INCIDENT
1. Date of Report: 13 Mar 2017
2. Name of Unit: VBHC Anekal, Construction Site – Between Block No. 34 and 36
3. Nature of Incident: Manhandling of security on duty 

Manish Jha Response: Manhandling of my wife and family 
4. Date and Time of Incident: 13 Mar 2017 between 23:30 hrs to 00:30 hrs
5. Brief Analysis: The matter has been investigated and the details given below:-

At around 23:30 hrs, security guards Sharath Barua and Anupam Nath observed 03 Male and 01 Female resident found near Block No. 34 & 36. The male residents were smoking and the female was little away talking to someone on the phone. Both the security guards went near to them and told not to smoke in that area, as it is not the smoking zone. It was also noticed that out of 04 residents, 02 are students and other two are Husband & Wife belongs to Block No. 22.
Manish Jha Response: As per your time, Sharath Barua saw my wife talking over phone and approached awkwardly from behind. By the time he reached very near to my wife, Sharath saw us and then approached us asking “ Tere ko kya problem” ( Why should we bother). I was with my wife and my two cousins who are NOT students but working in reputed companies( ID proof can shared to ratify). Infact your statement is contradictory, please clarify whether you accept that the security guard went to my wife first and then to us or all of us together as you have written that my wife was away from us. And if you agree that Sharath went to my wife then why? Do you mean to say she was smoking as well?
The students and resident started arguing with the security for asking them not to smoke in that area. It turned in to heated argument and students started to beat both the security guards Sharath Barua and Anupam Nath.

Manish Jha Response: The argument started when I found that Sharath was completely inebriated and taking photograph and told that I will report this matter to Maintenance (photo shared). To reiterate we were not smoking and in fact 2 of us are yet to consume the 1st cigarette of our life. 
Anupam Nath somehow escaped from there, went to main gate and informed the Security Supervisor Subhankar. Subhankar called the Apartment Supervisor Naveen for his support, called three more security guards and went to the spot between Block No. 34 & 36. When they reached, they found both the students ran away from the spot and only Husband & Wife were present at the spot.

Manish Jha Response: Firstly Anupam remained watching the entire episode for more than 10mins.I pleaded to Anupam and Sharath with folded hands to take away Sharath multiple times. As Anupam was not drunk and I expected him to stop the continuous abuses that was being hurled at us by Sharath. At one of time when we decided to walk away to our home, Sharath followed us alarmingly making obscene gestures and abuses to all of us including my wife. He also threatened my wife of severe consequences if we reported this matter. He went to the extent of chasing my life who ran and screamed to call other security people.
The security guard Sharath Barua told the Supervisor Naveen that, they beat him. When questioned the owner by the Supervisor Naveen that why did they beat the security guard, he replied that they beat him as the security guard Sharath Barua was drunk and used foul language to his wife. Naveen told him that you should have reported the matter to the main gate so that we would have taken action against the security instead you manhandled the security guard.

Manish Jha Response: Whom could we talk when Anupam Nath (who was not drunk and was party to the entire incident from beginning) did not even bother to respond to my multiple requests? I want to know what will any human being do when a drunk man is continuously abusing and and threatening my wife for no mistake of ours?
Later the Supervisors found the security guard Sharath Barua was drunk and hence closed the matter there itself and took the guard to the main gate. The Supervisors gave first aid to the security guard Sharath Barua and sent him to his accommodation and informed the matter to the Field Officer Raghavendra.
Raghavendra reached to spot at around 00:30 hrs on 14 Mar 2017, went around the premises and found everything normal.

By the time there were issues started at Apartment Area and then Raghavendra along with both the Supervisors and a security guard moved to Apartment area. He was there till 03:30 am and 04 Association personnel were also along with him till 03:30 hrs.

Conclusion:

During the evening briefing session, the security guard Sharath Barua was not drunken. It was confirmed by Security Supervisor. Due to Holi festival, he might have consumed liquor offered by any of the residents, which the Supervisors are not aware and the fact has not revealed by the guard. Since the matter has come to our notice, we decided to remove the security guard Sharath Barua from the site. Presently he is at the accommodation and under medication.

Manish Jha Response: It is hard to believe that a resident offered him and we would like him to identify the resident who offered him the drink. Assuming that we was offered a drink, it was completely illegal to consume drink while being on duty
We shall ensure that, our operation team will organize more surprise visits to avoid such incidents in future.
