(APCA)

Draft Thailand APCA Group Statutes

1.
Objects
The Thailand Group of the Asian Pacific Copyright Association (“APCA”) (hereinafter “the Group”) has the objects of (a) providing a forum for discussion and research on copyright and related rights in the national, regional and international contexts, (b) maintaining links with other APCA Groups, and (c) participating in APCA meetings and in national, regional and international initiatives in the field of copyright and related rights.

2.
Membership
Application for constituent membership of the Group may be made by any individual resident in or organisation located in Thailand and interested in supporting the objects of the Group.  Application for associate membership of the Group may be made by any individual or organisation being interested as described and resident outside or located outside Thailand.  Constituent or associate membership of the Group is subject to the approval of the Executive Committee.

3.
Officers of the Group
The Officers of the Group are the President, the two Vice Presidents, the Secretary and the Treasurer, each holding office for three years and re-electable. 

4.
General Meetings
(a)
The Annual General Meeting of members takes place on a date and at a time and place designated by the Executive Committee.  Extraordinary General Meetings may be convoked by the Executive Committee.

(b)
The functions of the Annual General Meeting are to elect as required the Officers of the Group, to review the activities of the Group and of the Executive Committee, to deal with the Group’s financial matters including rates for membership and associate membership, and to make any other decisions as to the functions and activities of the Group.  

(c)
The quorum for General Meetings is one tenth of the constituent membership.  

(d)
Subject to paragraph 7 hereof, adoption of proposals at General Meetings is by simple majority of constituent members there present in person or by duly accredited proxy.

5.
Executive Committee

The Executive Committee consists of the Officers of the Group and four other persons elected in General Meeting. The Executive Committee has power to co-opt to the Committee two additional constituent members.  Members of the Executive Committee hold office for three years from election or co-option and are re-electable.  

6.
Founding
(a)
The Group is founded by simple majority vote of persons qualifying for constituent membership of the Group, being persons present at a meeting called to consider such founding.

(b)
Following the founding of the Group, a meeting of the constituent members of the Group elects the Executive Committee.

7.
Amendment of Statutes
The provisions of these Statutes may be amended by a two-thirds majority decision of the constituent members of the Group in General Meeting assembled, constituent and associate members having been given due notice by the Executive Committee of proposed amendments.

8.
Entry into effect
These Statutes enter into effect on the date hereof [being provisional on formation of the Asian Pacific Copyright Association].
