A local resident from his residential premises will operate the local centre and as a result, will have free access to the local residents on personal level and the real people desirous of serving the community will be able to offer the best of support 24x7 instead of the “BPO CALL CENTRE”.

In rural areas, if no electricity or Internet services are available, the Community Centre will be connected by VSAT and powered by electricity from Solar Energy.

BBB.  Some suggestions for urgent reforms required in the following lines:

1. Central & State Governments should come out of all commercial activities.

& all present Govt. undertakings including Railways should be privatized with

Govt. holding 49% equity.

2. PDS & all subsidies in all forms to be totally abolished.

3. Income Tax to be totally abolished, there will be only one tax in the form of Expenditure tax ( like GST ) covering all goods & services to be collected at source with various slabs as per the  luxury value of the goods / services.

4. All unused / improperly used non-agricultural land should be acquired by the Government & resold at market price after redevelopment of infrastructure.

5. All Municipal Services, Health Services & all levels of Education including technical & higher education to be totally privatized.

6. For poorer sections, after proper evaluation to be given Direct Cash support

from the exchequer to meet their shortfall in order to maintain a reasonable lifestyle by procuring their needs from the open market. They will be also induced to upgrade their skill so that the Direct Cash support can be gradually reduced.

7. Their will be only one Education Board & standard all over the country for all 

disciplines. There will be no paid private tuition. Schooling up to 10+2 level will be totally free. The cost will be borne by the Government. For poorer section,

residential school facilities will be made available form childhood at Govt. Expense and there will be no reservation of any kind anywhere. There won’t be more than 20 students in any class. Yoga to be made compulsory in all schools. Access to higher education will be totally on merit and all costs borne by the Government. All Educational Institutions will run in a business-like fashion where the Students will be treated like Customers and their evaluation & satisfaction will decide the efficacy of the Institution. All payments required

for running the Institution will be provided by the Government as per a scale

multiplied by the number of students. All fly-by-night operations in the Education sector will be totally disbanded.       

8. Police service at the local level to be privatized supervised only by an Officer-in- 

Charge from Government.       

9. There will be one local elected representative and a local court in a local area for 

      speedy disposal of cases.

10. All Government Executives will report to the local Elected Representative.

11. There will be a body of local private practicing professionals ( affiliated to the national body of respective profession ) providing advices to the Local elected representatives.

12. Any project, product or services meant for use of general public will have to be vetted by a Professional Experts committee for quality & price before it is advertised in mass media.

13. Any Public Limited Company before it is listed in a Stock Exchange have to be thoroughly investigated by a Professional Experts Committee.

14. All pre-independence colonial laws to be abolished & new laws to be made for a sovereign democratic country.

15. Through Independent Community Centres local populace will be able to highlight their grievances & participate in instant opinion polls on-line on matters of local or national importance.
