What are the Types of Cars Transported in Enclosed Car Shipping?

If you don’t know, enclosed car transport is the moving of vehicles in a secured container that protects them from road and weather elements and also in case the carrier gets into an accident. Since it offers greater protection than open car transport, it costs higher. However, your regular use, ordinary vehicles might not really need enclosed shipping. Here are the vehicles types that do:

How Much More Does Enclosed Car Shipping Cost?
Well, this is a question that we don’t really have a straightforward answer to because a lot of factors like the type of car, total distance, add-ons (like expedited shipping), weight and dimensions of a car come into play. Based on these things, a final quote can be decided. 
However, if you were to say that a car has all the above factors as same, and you want separate prices for moving it in open as well as enclosed containers to the same location, then the difference will be 30-40% in the car shipping cost. 
This means if the cost to ship a car in an enclosed container is $1000, then the same would be $600-$700 in an open container. It can also be less than that, depending on the time of the year as demand changes the price. 

So Why is Enclosed Car Shipping More Expensive?

Well, there is a range of reasons why its higher price is absolutely justifiable. Read top reasons why enclosed auto transport costs more (and it should):
· Limited Availability: Because the demand for open carrier transport is higher and the enclosed containers are more expensive to purchase and maintain, car shipping companies don’t buy a lot of them. Because of this, these containers are often in low availability, and that increases their prices.
· VIP Service: Handlers of cars in enclosed containers are better trained because they need to deal with high-value and highly expensive vehicles. A slight mistake can cost the company a fortune. So because of this, the cars being transported in enclosed containers get better service.
· Higher Insurance: The insurance for open carrier vehicles is not that high, even though they are at a higher risk of getting damaged because of being in the open. The reason is their total value is not that high. For vehicles in an enclosed container, the insurance coverage amount goes up to a million dollars or even more.
· Fewer Cars: Since the container is closed, it has less space for car transport. Now the truck is driving the same miles, the driver is putting in the same effort, the fuel burn is the same, but the car quantity is less. So the company has to raise the price to accommodate this gap and ensure it takes its fair share of profit.
