So always make sure to verify if a car transport company is registered or not and that can be done by looking for an MC or DOT number on their website. Once you have it, contact FMSCA and ask if the company is registered by providing their MC or DOT number. 
They Must be Bonded & Insured:

Choosing a registered car shipping company is not enough. You need to make sure they are also bonded and insured. This way, if anything happens during the transit, you won’t be liable for it, but the company’s insurance provider will be. 
If they are insured, ask for the conditions of coverage, the total amount, and previous claims processing history. If all of these things are good enough and as per your needs, then you can move further.
They Should Have Competitive Pricing – But Not Too Cheap:
The vehicle transport company you are dealing with should offer you competitive car transport quotes. However, their prices should not be dirt cheap because then it would only mean two things; either they are trying to scam you or they will cut corners during the shipping. 
Both of these scenarios are dangerous, especially the second one where your car can get damaged during shipping. A good car transport service provider should have competitive prices but should fall within the same range as other quotes you’ve received.
Must be Experienced Dealing With Your Car:

Depending on the type of car you are shipping and the level of protection and handling it requires, your car transport company should have experience of dealing with it. 
For instance, if you’re shipping a vintage classic vehicle in an enclosed container, the auto shipping company should know how to load, secure, handle and unload it before you can hire them.
