1. Making Revealed

What
A visible display for current maker projects and a method to interpret them. 
This display will showcase current ‘makes’ in progress, as well as some that have been recently completed. There will be a series of themes throughout the year, which would necessitate a full change of content on a quarterly basis, though the expectation would be that content changes within that them on bi-weekly basis during the quarter. 

This should be a flexible, mobile display which is easy to change and move around the ground floor space. 
Size: Must be able to be moved in the rear lift. 

Design principles:
· Mobile.
· Easy to change.
· Made where possible and appropriate with existing workshop materials. 

· Accessible to our broad spectrum of visitors. 

· Safe.
· Broadly in keeping with the aesthetic of the museum.
· Inviting to our audiences.

· Tells a good story!

How and Who:
Making Revealed should be co-produced with the Derby Museums Workshop Supervisor and Curator of Making, in order to ensure it is robust, appropriate in size, and in keeping with the aesthetic of the other elements being produced during Reset. It must also pass a Health and Safety risk assessment before being approved for use. In order to ensure that resources are used effectively and design principles are being considered, please check designs with Steve Smith and Daniel Martin before going into production. 
The story of the object and the maker is very important and we would like to explore ways of creating consistent and interesting methods to do this.
