The yearly succession of taxes for Samuel Ewing of Toboyne shows:

1768 - Seen in Toboyne, Cumberland Taxed 45 a, UNW, 5a cleared, 1h, 1c

1769 – Seen in Toboyne, Cumberland Taxed 50a, W, 3a cleared, 1h, 1c

1770 – Seen as Juror in the circumstances leading to death of a Christopher Bradshaw of Sherman’s Valley, Cumberland County (R. Sickmon – Cumberland Researcher) Also see APPENDIX X

1776 – Seen in Toboyne Taxed (no land?)

1779 – Seen in Toboyne Taxed 60a, (W?), 2h, 4c

1780 – Seen in a listing of taxpayers in PA - (Tb) = Toboyne

1781 – Seen in Teboyne Taxed 50 a, 2h, 4c

1782 - Seen in Teboyne Taxed 50a, 1h, 2c, 6 sheep

1785 – Seen in Teboyne Taxed 50 a, 2h, 2c

1785 – Toboyne – Seen in a list of taxable citizens

1790 – Census Tyboin etc. – Samuel Ewing (3 males 16+) (2 females) (Bottom of the page). 
Note: In the 1790 Census, this Samuel Ewing of Toboyne is shown listed next to William McClintock. McClintock lived in Sherman’s Valley, Cumberland County (later to be part of Perry County). 

Note: We have also seen a transfer of land from William McClintock to a Samuel Ewing in 1795 and recorded in 1813.

1809 – In 1809 Joseph Ewing, Scott Co, Kentucky, gives Power Of Atty. to James Baxter of Toboyne in order to settle affairs of his deceased father, Samuel Ewing (R. Sickmon, Cumberland)  

Note: In 1811 we find a reference to 100 acres of Land and 100 acres of Ridge, with a value of $400, to Samuel Ewing’s heirs - unfortunately, the heirs were not named. (R. Sickmon, Cumberland).

This William Ewing b. circa 1771 to 1776? (In Toboyne, Cumberland). d. 1841 in Blain, Toboyne, Perry County, PA -  m. Jane Wesley b. c.1784 d. 28 April 1858 and buried in Academia, Juniata Co.* 
*Note 1: The Family “has reason to believe” that the father of William Ewing (d.1841 in Toboyne) was a William (William B. Miller Family Page). See William 1767 - Toboyne
*Note 2: William (d.1841) and Jane (d. 1858) had: Joseph, Daniel, Armstrong, William jr (d. 1890 in Juniata), James, John, Anthony, David, Hannah, and Mary (William B. Miller Family Page). See below.
Note 3:  William jr (d.1890) married Sarah Allison (d. 1888) in Juniata.  They had: William, Margaret, Ellen, David, Mary Ann, Sarah (William B. Miller Family Page). See below.
William Ewing “sr” b. (1775-1779) d. 1841 in Blain. William married c. May/June 1800 to Jane Wesley b. c. Jan 1784 and who d. 28 April 1858 in Academia, Juniata County.
