Mr. Skeels reported that MDOT has not yet announced that the Silver Drive funding rescinded by Congressional action would be restored.  However, all indications are that the funds will be restored soon.

Mr. Niemi reported on a potential project in the Village of Honor, that is similar to the Buckley project.  Mr. Miller reported on other planning work taking place in the Village funded through the Grand Vision action grants.

Mr. Skeels reported that the Wayfinding project was funded by the Grand Traverse County Road Commission, City of Traverse City and Garfield Township.  The signs will be put up soon.

Mr. McKellar reported that the Wayfinding project was a Road Commission priority and they would be using their staff to put up the signs.

Mr. Bruckbauer distributed a new regional transit map that was developed by the subcommittee and published to assist transit riders in the 6 county area make public transportation connections regionally.
