Green Building & the role of Glass
1. Generally, whenever we come across a green building project, architect asks whether your glass is compliant to green building or not, if yes, then how much points can be accrued using your glass. Is there any straight answer to that
2. So far we’ve read that right glazing can fetches up to a total of 8 Points.

3. Can we as a glass manufacturer guide our client in terms of rating system that how glass contributes under each heading?

4. Daylight 
Credit 8.1 (1 Point): Achieve a minimum daylight factor of 2% (excluding all direct penetration) in 75% of all space occupied for crucial visual tasks.
· Do we have any control on the glazing area of the building if design doesn’t achieve minimum Daylight factor of 2% in all 75% occupied space.
· Can we suggest some design or dimensions so as to let more light inside to cover at least 75% of occupant area or is it totally depends on architects design
5. Views 
Credit 8.2 (1 Point): Achieve direct line of sight to vision glazing for the building occupants in 90% of all the regularly occupied space.
· Do we have any control on the vision area of the building if design doesn’t achieve direct line of sight to vision glazing occupants in 90% of all regularly occupied spaces.

· Can we suggest some design or dimensions whereby 90% of occupant have direct line of sight to vision glazing or is it totally depends on architects design

6. Recycled Content 
Credit 4.1 (1 Point): use material with recycled content such that the sum of post-consumer content plus one half of the post-industrial content constitutes at least 5% of the total value of the material used in project
· How much % of post consumer content & post industrial content is used in glass
· Complying the above condition can bring in points for glass 
· Is it the total value of building material which bring in points

Credit 4.2 (1 Point): use material with recycled content such that the sum of post-consumer content plus one half of the post-industrial content constitutes at least 10% of the total value of the material used in project

· How much % of post consumer content & post industrial content is used in glass

· Complying the above condition can bring in points for using the glass alone or 

· Is it the total value of building material used in project which bring in points

7. Local / Regional Material

Credit 5.1 (1 Point): use a minimum of 20% of building materials and products that are manufactured regionally within a radius of 800 Kms. 

· In case of Imported Glass, does the client get point? If Yes, how?
Credit 5.2 (1 Point): Of the regionally manufactured materials documented for MR Credit 5.1, use a minimum of 50% of building materials and products that extracted, harvested or recovered (as well as manufactured) within 800 Kms of the project site

· How to extract cost of product that are extracted regionally

· Even in case of locally manufactured & extracted (in India) glass, the limit of 800 Kms left far behind. As raw material is extracted from various places.

· How to answer & calculate all these value on practical ground when customer asks for such things to be documented as a matter of proof.

8. Energy

Credit 1 (2 Points): Demonstrate a percentage improvement in the proposed building performance rating compared to the baseline building performance rating per ASHRAE?IESNA standard 90.1-2004 (without amendments) by a whole building project simulation using the building performance rating method in appendix G of the standard
· In the manuals it is given that 2 Points can be accrued by using glass to reduce energy consumption, so what is the bases to get those point. How to calculate that consumption?
· Can we calculate the consumption of energy in the building & there by suggest the options for reducing consumption
· Is there any software available to calculate the energy consumption in a building, if yes, then can we do calculation on that?
· If client is adamant of taking values like U-value (e.g. 1.2 W/m2 oK), how to convince them as these value are given by their consultants or energy modular

· So for all practical purpose there are 8 points in which 6 points can be given for any glass company or any glass manufacturer irrespective of any type of glass as these are dependent on the design of the building or architects elevation of the design.
