FL&L offers a rich variety of subjects. Students can learn French, Spanish, German, Chinese, Japanese, and English Language Studies (ESL), at a number of levels.  FL&L also teaches Italian I during IAP.  All FL&L classes provide an authentic linguistic experience through the use of the most advanced technologies, including the Internet and interactive video.  Students can explore literatures in the original languages or in translation.  They can study culture and film; they can analyze the linguistic underpinnings of second language acquisition and bilingualism.  The possibilities include intensive January courses, focus on regional studies, access to film festivals and guest speakers. 

The faculty of FL&L are committed to promoting cross-cultural critical thinking and, further, to providing diverse opportunities to live and work in international contexts.  For example, students can study abroad for short and longer periods, and can pursue internships abroad.  The MIT-Japan program and the MIT-Germany program offer such opportunities.

Center for Bilingual/Bicultural Studies

Bilingual/Bicultural Studies focus on the intersection between the politics of language and culture and the new global realities of the 21st century.  The objective of the CB/BS is to examine the history as well as the current ramifications of translingual, transnational, and transcultural phenomena.  It is particularly concerned with the impact of crossing linguistic boundaries on patterns of communication, creative practices, identity formation and the cultural politics of the diaspora. 

The CB/BS provides an interdisciplinary center for research on bi- and multi-lingualism and bi-and multi-culturalism in the areas of linguistics, brain and cognitive science, literature, history, media studies, post-colonialism, the arts, political science, politic studies and education.  One of its central activities is hosting visits (for one day, one week or one semester) by authors who write in a language (or languages) other than their mother-tongue.  The CB/BS also sponsors conferences and lecture series, offers wide-ranging resources, and centralizes information and materials that concern what is, increasingly, the daily reality of individuals, work place and families in the United States and internationally.

The Language Conversation Exchange (LCE), sponsored by MIT Medical, finds conversation partners for those interested in practicing a language with a native speaker.  Anyone who is affiliated with MIT is eligible to participate; and our diverse group of members includes students, staff, visiting scientists and scholars, faculty and their spouses and partners.

The informal arrangement can help internationals get acquainted with the MIT community and helps their English speaking partners improve their proficiency in another language.  Members and affiliates of the MIT community find the informal nature and flexibility of the LCE an enjoyable way to share their culture and learn more about someone else's.

Partners arrange the time, place, and frequency of meetings.  They typically meet once a week for an hour.

The club offers free Esperanto classes to the MIT community and holds regular meetings to help students practice. We occasionally show Esperanto videos; host conferences, concerts, and visiting Esperanto-speakers; celebrate international language days; and organize lectures and exhibit to inform the rest of the MIT community about the benefits of learning Esperanto.
The club maintains a library of Esperanto books, magazines, videocassettes, etc, and can loan out material to students who want to learn on their own.
