ORDER:

In the G.0. 3 read above, Government have issued orders, for
implementation of examination reforms i.e. Continuous and Comprehensive
Evaluation pattern of examination system for Classes VI to IX from the academic
year 2015-16 and for Class X from the academic year 2016-17 in fullest extent in
all schools in the State i.e. Government, local bodies, aided and private recognized
schools.

2. In the reference 4™ read above, the Commissioner of School Education, A.P.
Hyderabad has proposed certain amendments to G.0. 3" read above viz.. for
replacement of certain existing papers and minimum pass marks for the external
exams and internal exams, assigning grading for Curricular Subjects, assigning
grading for Co-curricular areas/subjects, for incorporation of OSSC Main
Language subjects, discontinuation of certain papers from SSC Public
examination from March 2017 onwards and also prescribing minimum pass
marks for deaf, dumb and blind students as per G.0. Ms. No. 33, Education
(Exams) Department, dated 19.03.2001.

3. After careful examination of the matter, Government hereby makes
following amendments to G.0. Ms. No.82, School Education (Prog.ll) Dept. dated
29.10.2015.

So student should compulsory get 27
marks in  Summative 3 final
examination”.

Language  subjects  and pass
percentage will be 20% for 2™
Language Subject. So student should
compulsorily get 28 marks in
Summative 3- final examination for 1
Language, 3" Language and Non-
Language .subjects and 16 Marks for
2" Language subject”.

4 In para 4 (g), the following shall be added at the end namely.-

e Minimum pass marks for the Deaf & Dumb and Blind candidates
will be 20 for all subjects in X class as per the orders contained in
the GO Ms No.33 Education (Exams) Dept, dated 19-03-2001. 16
marks will be the minimum pass marks for all subjects in
summative-3 i.e final examination and he/she should get 4 marks in
formative assessment i.e. internals but there is no pass mark in
internals. Overall pass percentage will be 20% out of 100 marks.
The Range of marks for the calculation of Grades and Grade Points
in respect of Deaf & Dumb and Blind will be proportionally
calculated.

e The existing procedure of allowing candidates privately under
‘Without School Study’ category is dispensed from March 2017
onwards duly directing them to appear for Open School
Examinations

e The failed candidates in the old pattern will be given two chances to
appear for the exam in March-2017 and June-2017 only.

FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT

Formative Assessment is the backbone in newly proposed Continuous and
Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE). The four tools in F.A. are helpful to teacher
to assess his/her students in other cognitive areas like communication,
participation, presentation, aesthetics, etc.

There are FOUR formatives in a year. So, teacher should record four
times, i.e., July, September, December and February of every Academic

year.

ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES

Guidelines for Formative Assessment :

We propose four tools for Formative Assessment

Testing Tool Marks alloted
1) Reflections : 10
2) Written Works : 10
3) Project Works : 10
4) Slip Test : 20

Total 50 Marks

Reflections : Reading is one of the major inputs for language development.
If we do not go for some kind of focussed interventions to facilitate reading
skills, students will be reading their textbooks only. There should be a mecha-
nism to ensure that students are reading materials other than textbook,
develop their own perceptions on such materials and come out with their
own reflections on the reading experience both orally and in writing. Since
there is also a question of social auditing, we need to have evidences for the
performance of the students in this regard. For the.oral performance, what
the teacher records in his/her diary/notebook alone will provide the evi-

dence.
How to facilitate reading :

* The teacher is suggested to provide reading material such as library books,
magazines, articles, newspapers, etc. to the learners twice in a formative

period (there are four formative periods in an academic year).

ENGLISH SPECIAL

* The learners should read the reading materials and write their reflec-
tions in their notebook. (Students should maintain separate notebook to
write reflections, project work and discourses during classroom transac-

tion.

* They will also be asked to present their reading experience orally (with-
out looking at the notebook) before the class.

* The teacher should check the written notes of the children and award
marks for individual writing based on the indicators included in the aca-

demic standards in at least 100 to 120 words (10 — 12 sentences).

* Both oral and written performance carry 10 marks. The teacher should
maintain a cumulative record for recording the individual performance.

* Don't discourage the learners if they commit some errors in their writing.

However positive feedback may be given.

Written Works : The written works include the discourses written individu-
ally as part of classroom process, the answers to the analytical questions
assigned to the learner as home task, the textual exercises such as vocabu-
lary, grammar and study skills. Teachers have to ensure that children are
written individually and not copying from others or other sources.

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3) Project Works :
Why Project in 'English' ?

Every unit contains a thematically related project work to be carried out
by the students. 'Projects' help the students to evolve themselves as inde-
pendent users of language. 'Project Work' provides a platform for interchang-
ing language skills and
various study skills. It also involves higher order of thinking.

Nature of 'Projects' in English : While carrying out the 'Projects’, the learn-
ers have to explore the theme by collecting data, consolidating it using dif-
ferent formats, write reports on them and make presentations in the whole

class. There is a space for individual work, pair work and also group work.
Process :

* Brainstorming on the nature of the project,

* Designing tools for the collection of data,

* Collecting the data,

* Consolidating the data using different formats,

* Analysis and interpretation of the data,

* Report writing,

* Presentation.

Please remember that brainstorming is extremely important as the stu-
dents have to understand the purpose of the project, its scope and signifi-
cance.

Please do not leave the following questions while brainstorming.
1. How will you pool information ?

(Tools such as questionnaire, checklists, observation schedule, interview,

referencing, etc.)
2. Where will you get the information from ?

(Resources such as people, books, journalsy magazines, newspapers, in-

stitutions, interenct, etc.)
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3. Who will collect the information ?
(Individuals / pairs / groups)
4. How will you consolidate the information ?
(Sharing in groups and recording using appropriate formats)
5. What analysis can be made based on the data ?
6. How to write the report ?

(The structure of the project : Name of the project, purpose, scope and
relevance of the project, tools developed, mode of collection of data, con-
solidation and analysis, findings with supportive evidences such as photo-
graphs, etc.)

7. How will you present the data ?
(Presenting report : Each member can present one part )
Classroom Process :
Stage :
1. Brainstorming (one period)
2. Data collection (3 — 4 days ; homework)
3. Consolidating the data and deciding the structure of the report (1 period)
4. Writing the report (2 days — homework)
S. Refining and presenting the report (1 — 2 periods)

Total four (4) periods are needed for processing the project in addition to

homework.

(Using resources such as people / books / magazines / journals/
newspapers / internet, etc.)

(Consolidation of data, analysis and writifig «the report
on the project)

c) Presentation : 3
(Presenting the report to theswhole class)

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Slip Tests : Slip test is more or less similar to Summative Assessment but it

is still different from the former in terms of the following.

There is no prior notice for conducting slip test.
It is done in a limited time. (say, in a period of about 40 minutes)
There are only limited number of tasks.

The discourses that have been done in the formative period are consid-
ered for slip test.

There is no printed question paper. The teacher can write the tasks on a
chart and display it or write the questions on the BB.

There should be one discourse (Creative Writing), one passage for Read-
ing Comprehension and one item from Vocabulary & Grammar

Slip tests should cover the discourses to prepare the students for the

summative tests.

Award the marks based on indicators that are included in the Academic

Standards under written discourses.
Assess the written performance and provide feedback to the learners.

The teacher should record the slip test marks in a register and should
consolidate the marks during every formative period.

Record the marks in the Cumulative Record.

Project work will help the learners explore various themes for which they
will have to use language contextually and meaningfully. Give importance
to PROJECTS.

Record the marks (FA & SA) in a register and consolidate them during

every Formative / Summative period.
Record the marks in the Cumulative Record and issue it to the parents.

Making errors is a part of language learning and is natural. Children
should not be pressurised for producing correct expressions only. The
classroom process takes care of error corrections.

If the learners are not at the desired level of learning go for Post-exam-
Operation and bridge the gap between the targetted levels and the learner's
present level.

Preserve the assessment evidences and keep ready for the observations
of HM and Moderation Committee.

Formative Notebook is an evidence for the test items 1, 3 and 4 (i.e.,
Reflections, Project Work and Slip Test)

Class notebooks, Texual exercises in the Textbook answers to the analyti-

cal questions are the evidences for the test item : 2 (i.e., Written Works).
