	2) Presentation by IHE-J of draft Endoscopy integration profile

· Dr. Yokoi presented an outline of the Endoscopy integration profile
· Ordering in endoscopy is more complex than in radiology: need to be able to place orders from the departmental system

· Cardiology has addressed the problem of multi-tiered orders that are adjusted on the fly in its workflow profiles
· The proposed endoscopy profile links reporting workflow with the acquisition process

· Endoscopist creates the report in the course of the procedure

· Endoscopist generates the report and orders the pathology at the same time

· Results for pathology go to endoscopist

· Final reports may include references to pathology images

· Installed systems have numerous interfaces to HL7 systems, fewer to DICOM systems

· Reports are often submitted as pdfs with images embedded
· MST is not widely accepted in Japan because of diagnostic theory  differences
· Dr. Yokoi will forward presentation to group
· IHE-J will forward translated text of proposed profile

· Supplement being prepared for DICOM to add the acquisition context information

· Peter and Herman are preparing work item for DICOM WG13 on acquisition context (already in the WG13 strategy)

· DICOM, NIST and IHE are possible candidates
· Identifying these attributes will be an initial task of IHE Endoscopy Committee
