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Mobile reading Group Summary – 22/02/2013

This is a summarised version of the chatbox dialogue form the mobile meeting on the Friday 22nd February. 

Actions:

· Set up an online space to act as a resource and follow up for the online sessions and to continue the dialogue.

· Set up a google discussion group 

Themes for the future sessions: 

1. Setting up iPad use in the school (tech, practicalities, etc) (see below)
2. Using a single device in class. 

3. How mobile devices can help with differentiated learning 

Key points from discussions:

1. Those in attendance were mainly using their own devices and/ or exploring the best way for the school to implement devices.

2. The majority of users were Ipad users though one or two made the case for android devices – to be explored fuller later. 

3. How do we avoid excluding poorer kids in class e.g. making them feel bad if they aren't familiar with the devices and other kids are.

4. VGA adaptor or apple TV? 

It’s not about the app (a point I am not sure I got across) but…

Here are some of the things you did with and without apps

[NB I’ve linked them to the UK app store]

1. For making your ipad an IWB - Doceri
2. For mirroring your ipad on your computer (without apple TV) – Reflector (an app for the computer rather than the tablet)  

3. Paper (used as way of drawing and eliciting) 

4. Getting the sts to show photos on their devices and describe / talk about them.

5. Accessing e-dictionaries

6. Creating books and stories

7. Using voicethread 

8. Using Imovie to create presentations for business students 

9. Using a tablet to create a newsroom  -sts take n the roles in a news broadcast. 

10. Using the device for taking notes

11. Using the device as a means of recording voice, doing dictations etc

12. Using a phone for spelling races, dealing with text messages.

13. Using the video camera to record roleplays

14. Using apps such as rory’s story cubes to help story telling.

15. Playing games such as cut the rope, spy mouse 

16. Using the photoalbum for flashcards

Next time out we’ll try to address the topic of:

1. Setting up iPad use in the school (tech, practicalities, etc)

This will try and address the issues raised such as: 

a. Which tablet to choose? How do we make those choices?

Considerations that need to be made include – safety, ownership, responsibility, connectability, wifi works

b. Content – how do you filter, how are apps distributed to many tablets, own account or school one? 

c. Resistance from teachers – how do we get them to use them? Does a top-down approach work best?
