Whereas in the state, provisions under\the Saurashtra Felling 

of Trees (Infliction of Punishment) Act, 19;51 have been broadly 

successful in protecting trees ! 

And 

Whereas Social Forestry is very successful in certain areas of 

the state 

And 

Whereas it is desirable to prepare an enabling environment for 

private plantation by liberalizing the control regime for obtaining 

the permission for felling of some tree species grown on private non 

forest land so that people are encouraged to adopt 

farm/ Agro/ Homestead forestry in a major way leading to adequate 

tree planting on private lands 

And 

Whereas it is desirable to create a balance between regulation 

and promotion of forestry in private sector without compromising 

the ecological and floral interests of forest and tree conservation; 

In exercise of powers conferred by clause ( c ) of section 2 of 

the Saurashtra Felling of Trees (Infliction of Punishment) Act, 1951 

(Saurashtra Act, XVIIof 1951) the Government hereby notifies that: 

(1) Permission for felling of trees of Limdo, Baval, Kanji, 

Khijdo, Ambo and Amli under Saurashtra Felling of Trees (Infliction 

of Punishment) Act, 1951 shall be required in the following areas 

only. 

A. Mangrove covered area 

B. Notified urban areas and Notified ecosensitive areas 

C. Within 5 Kms of the boundary or Reserved Forest, 

Sanctuaries, National Parks, Sea coast,island desert. 

D.Areas above 500 metres MSL 

E. Within the distance of 200 metres from the edge of the 

National Highways, State Highways and District Roads. 

F. Kaprada, Dharampur, Dangs, Vansda, Vyara, Uchchhal, 

Songadh, Umarpada, Mandvi, Valod, Tilakwada, 

Dediapada, Sagbara,Nizar, Kawant, Pavijetpur, 

Chhotaudepur, Naswadi, Sankheda, Jambughoda, 

Dhanpur, Devgadh baria, Garbada, Limkheda, Dahod, 

Jhalod, Fatepura, Morva (Hadaf), Halol, Ghoghamba, Kalol, 

Godhra, Shehera, Lunavada, Santrampur, Kadana, 

Khanpur, Virpur,Bayad, Malpur, Dhansura, Modasa, 

Meghraj, Bhiloda, Vijaynagar, Khedbrahma, Danta, 

Mendarda, Malia, Talala, Una, Khambha,Dhari, Visavadar, 

Junagadh & Vanthali Talukas

(2) For areas other than those specifically mentioned 

hereinabove in para (1), the relaxation from above permission shall 

be on following conditions. 

(a) Minimum age/girth criterion for felling of trees will be as 

under.

(b) It is desirable that an equal number of trees will be planted 

and cared by the farmer a year or more in advance before felling of 

trees. Such trees planted are normally recorded in revenue records.  Talati/ Sarpanch will t'le empowered to issue a certificate describing 

number of tree so planted. 

(3) Above relaxat:ion is admissible to the above trees found/ I grown on private land~!)only. A local self government body shall not 

fell trees found/planted on the area/lands administered and owned 

by them without the permission under Saurashtra Felling of Trees 

(Infliction of Punishment)Act, 1951. 

(4) Further in exercise of powers conferred by clause 3 of 

section 41 of the Indian Forest Act, 1927 and by proviso \u00a9 of rule 

66 of the Bombay Forest Rules, 1942 the Government hereby 

notifies that : 

Permission for transit of timber of trees of Limdo, Baval, Kanji, 

Ambo, Khijdo, Arduso and Amli under Indian Forest Act, 1927 and 

Bombay Forest Rules, 1942 shall be required in case of trees cut in 

the areas specified in para (1)A to F above. 

(5) In the areas other than those referred to in para (1) A to F 

above a simple certificate issued by the Talati/ Sarpanch of the

 concrned village shall be treated as "Transit pass". It shall be in 

the following proforma. 

"This vehicle no. is transporting 

from to timber/firewood derived 

from no. of trees cut on date from 

survey, no. of this village which belongs to 

Mr------- . Time allowed is from--- hours to ---. hours 

on date Description of material; 

_____ pieces of wood / k.g. of firewood." 

(6) This certificate is to be issued in minimum three 

copies. One copy should be kept in Gram panchayat record and 

other copies be given to tree felling farmer. Each vehicle carrying 

material should carry a copy of this document. The document 

should bear date, place, stamp & signature of Talati/Sarpanch. 

(7) Above relaxation is admissible to the above trees 

found/ grown on private lands only. Timber of any of the above trees 

found/planted on the area/lands administered by any local self 

government body shall not be moved without a transit pass.
