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Long-Term Landscape-Scale Forest Planning

JAG recommends that the JDSF staff, and as needed initially, forestry consultants familiar with forest modeling, develop a spatially explicit forest plan that projects harvesting activities in feasible harvesting blocks, over time across the ownership. 

The harvesting blocks should attempt to portray accurately to the public the locations of proposed harvests over the next 40-60 years, or if possible the 100 year period required for the development of the forest’s Option A. The proposed harvests should conform with current designations of land allocations and research and demonstration projects to the extent that they are known.  

Outputs from this modeling would reveal the following:

Inventory, growth and projected harvest yield projected across expected periodic  harvest re-entry periods for each harvest block.

Defined silvicultural applications tied to basal area targets for harvest and post harvest retention.

Expected targets for block inventory volume accruals which then would trigger harvest block re-entries.

A parallel Wildlife Habitat Assessment projection.
