My Fellow Knanaites:

The following are the DNA test results of four Knas from four different families belonging to four parishes in Kerala as reported by DNA Tribes as part of the Knanaya Ancestry Project.  Sample results on their web site, dnatribes.com, provide detailed explanation of how to interpret the data below.  I have included several matches from the highest to the lowest, which are more relevant, out of the top 20 matches for each item.  Higher scores indicate a person’s genetic profile is strongly represented in a population, and lower scores indicate marginal representation in a population.  The Jewish Panel scores indicate the odds of belonging to that group.

Based on the above results, my interpretations, which is based on the sample interpretation of DNA Tribes, are the following:
 
1.      Kna # 1’s genetic profile is 108.7/0.27=403 times as likely to be Native Indian as Jewish.
2.      Kna # 2’s genetic profile is 18.4/0.47=39 times as likely to be Native Indian as Jewish. 
3.      Kna # 3’s genetic profile is 167.2/19.98=8.37 times as likely to be Toscana, Italy as Jewish. 
4.      Kna # 4’s genetic profile is 96.31/12.68=7.60 times as likely to be Flemish, Belgium or 812.76/12.68=64.10 times as likely to be Maori, New Zealand as Jewish. 
5.      Kna # 1’s genetic profile is basically Indian, only very little connection to Jewish or Middle East. 
6.      Kna # 3 appears to have the strongest connection to Middle East and Jewish.  Still, this Kna has a much higher odd of belonging to Indian than Jewish. 
7.      All four Knas’ genetic profile has much higher matching with other groups than Jewish, but still has some connection to Middle East and Jewish. 
 
 This is a scientific analysis of a person’s genetic ancestry.  Even though this is the test result of only four Knas, they are linked to hundreds and may be even thousands of Knas.  

This report appears to prove beyond reasonable doubt that Knanaya community includes people with mixed genetic ancestry.  That means the community is non-endogamous.  It is a unique blend of Jewish, Arab, Indian and many other people.  This uniqueness will not be destroyed even if we include different people as it has been happening from the beginning.
