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10a)  Start with one 3-2 joint. b) Three joints joined at two ends each. 


c) Join the four unattached ends the same way (11.a3). d) Make another set the same and join the two sets together on the three end points. Add more units end-to-end in a linear form and be surprised what this system will do.





10.   Joining 3-2 joints in  a triangle net
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11a)  Start with the 3-2 joint. Add 2 more end-to-end forming a triangle  (10a-c). By continuing to add one joint at a time you can make a square (4), a pentagon (5), a hexagon (6), a polygon necklace with any number of sides. Each of these polygon systems demonstrates a torus where the outside of the polygon roatates around through the inside center and out again. 
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b) You can extended these polygons in a couple of  ways. One is in a tube, joining multiple polygones in a line (10d). This shows three triangular sets stacked end-to-end all the same size. 





c) Another way to stack polygon sets is to make each sucssive set a little smaller (reducing the length of the sticks used by about 1/2 inch). Each joint reduced to the same amount makes a patten where the tube dimishes in  scale making a conical form. 





d) Each row of the polygon pattern decreases in size as joints are joined concentrically in rings going in towards the center.

There is much to explored and lot of geometry information in what has been given, but it is not obvious being modeled in a movement form rather than with static models.
