Diabetes:  In addition to Type 1 (childhood onset) and Type 2 (adult onset) diabetes, another form, Type 3 diabetes, has been documented.  Levels of blood sugar in Type 3 diabetics can spike or fall within a matter of minutes depending on exposure to RFR. Mental Illness:  Mental illness takes many forms.  Depression and anxiety disorders and increases in suicide rates have been associated with exposure to electrosmog in both occupational settings (electric utility workers) and residential environments.
