The meeting commenced at exactly 2.30pm with prayer led by Exmay (Pastor) Bola Odutola. Thereafter, all Exmays present rendered the School Song, Knowledge is Light, which was followed by other songs from the Merry Mayflower. This was anchored by Exmay Olushola Ajala (MOSA ASG 2).
The General Secretary, Exmay Adetola Adebayo, welcomed everyone to the session and thereafter invited the President to address the gathering. In his address, the President (Exmay Abiodun Dada) highlighted some key points necessitating a call for the session, amongst which is the need to know ourselves and network for economic benefits. He sighted the instance of an Exmay that has been trying to see the MD of an organization for business prospecting, who unknown to him was an Exmay.

He started the introduction by stating his name, student number, year of graduation, current employment/business and areas where he can be helpful to other Exmays and enjoined others to follow this introductory pattern. Each Exmay present took time to introduce themselves along this line, and this was followed by the 5 Exmays that joined online.

Chief Ogunmekan, in his opening address, gave an insight into the hall project and why same is very important in the history of Mayflower School. He noted that currently, there is no structure on the school premises that bears the names or mark of the founders. The danger is that once the generation that had direct contact with Dr. Tai Solarin passes on over time, the school may no longer be identified with the memory of its founders.

He congratulated the Exmays present (both physical and virtual) for making the list of invitees, and stated that more than 25,000 Exmays have passed through Mayflower, however only just a handful were invited to the session. He encouraged all to donate generously towards the immortalization of the name of Dr. Tai Solarin, who indeed impacted the lives of all Exmays.

The President, Exmays Global, Exmay (Dr.) Tolu Aduroja, welcomed all the virtual attendees who were mostly Exmays resident in the diaspora. He reassured them of the commitment of Exmays Global to the delivery of the hall project and enjoined them to render the required support to actualize the project. He reinforced the strong bond and working harmony between MOSA and Exmays Global, which informed his decision to be present at the occasion.

Thereafter, the MOSA President, using PowerPoint slides, updated the Exmays on the Tai Solarin Hall, from conceptualization of the project (the need for a new hall) through the various activity milestones and eventual commencement of work. He pointed out that the Exco is relentless in creating a platform for the redevelopment of Mayflower School and that while the celebrating class sets often focus on the smaller classroom structures, MOSA settled for a new school hall befitting our status as a prime school in Ogun State and Western Nigeria.

He noted that in comparison, the Schmid Hall was basically a mud structure that cannot be enhanced due to absence of steel reinforcements. Structural Engineers and Architects had warned of an imminent collapse if we try to remodel the structure. This formed the primary justification for the erection of a new hall with modern day facilities.

The Financial Secretary anchored the financial projections and this revealed that of the N60million required to deliver the hall, N30million was expected from 30 class sets (reason each of the class sets was asked to make an anniversary contribution of N1million), N25million was expected from HNW Exmays while the balance of N5million was budgeted to come from some friends of Mayflower School.

His presentation explained that of the N30million expected from the various class sets, only an amount of N17.5million had so far been realized. This is mainly due to the fact that some class sets have yet to make the mandatory contributions while others have only partially fulfilled this obligation. The presentation shows details of contributions by the various class sets. 
At this point, Exmay Habeeb Amole noted that the 1986 class set are in partial fulfilment of the obligation as a result of expenses committed to renovating the school library, this been their 30th anniversary project. Chief Ogunmekan reminded him that the N1million levy was sacrosanct and must be paid irrespective of other projects executed by the class set in commemoration of their respective anniversaries. He cited the case of the 1981 set that delivered an anniversary project and have also paid the N1million levy.

The financial secretary rounded up by informing all that we are still very far from realizing the much expected N5million from the friends of Mayflower as only N1.45million has been realized so far, making a total contribution of N18.992million out of which N2.82million was expended on the renovation of the Schmid Hall for our 60th Anniversary celebration and another N16million released so far to the building committee, leaving a balance of just N0.16million with MOSA.

The Chairman of the Building Committee, Exmay (Engr.) Olalekan Adeniji, gave an update on the construction of the project. He gave graphic details of how the N16million released to the committee was utilized and showed that the project has almost attained lintel and getting ready to be roofed in readiness for our AGM in January 2017. If funds are made available timely, he was very optimistic that the project can still be delivered in the final week of January 2017. He presented a slide that showed a cost-to-completion requirement of N29.8million.

At this stage, Exmays present commented that they are indeed very happy with the update and status of work done so far. They commended the Exco and the building committee for bringing the dream to reality and began to make commitments. The President quickly announced the donation by Exmay Oye Hassan-Odukale, (who had to travel out of the country the previous night) which was handed over to him at the venue and Chief Ogunmekan took over the call for donations.
