The Organization
The Coalition for Work with Psychotrauma and Peace (CWWPP) has been working on the health consequences of war (primarily psychological but also physical), civil society and non-violent conflict transformation since 1995.  Since 1997, the organization has been registered as a non-profit non-governmental organization in The Netherlands in the form of a “stichting”.  The organization is registered in Croatia as a foreign organization and is expected to register in other countries in a similar format.
Since 1995, the CWWPP has been working at village level in teaching, treatment and mentoring of non-professionals and professionals in communications, psychological trauma and related physical health issues, civil society and non-violent conflict resolution in Croatia, Serbia (Vojvodina) and northern Bosnia-Herzegovina.  While operations are currently restricted to Croatia, there are plans to re-expand to other countries in the Western Balkans and beyond.  Further, the CWWPP is involved in the formation of a Field Institute for Post-Conflict Studies, which is working on the formation of an accredited BA and MA in Practical Post-Conflict Work.  The CWWPP also serves as the European Center of InterChange, a new organization of groups from various parts of the world similar in goals and methods to the CWWPP that is based at the University of Toronto/OISE.

The Position

The current Chair of the Board of the CWWPP, Mr. E.W. Kupers of Nieuwe Pekela, The Netherlands, has also served as the external representative of the organization since its inception.  Because of his other activities, he has less time than in the past to devote to the organization.
Duties

· Devotion of at least 15 hours per week to the work of the CWWPP.

· Liaison with various internal bodies of the CWWPP.  These will include but not be limited to the treasurer/ auditor and the Board.

· Liaison with various external bodies with regard to issues such as fundraising, publicity and the general interests of the organization and the regions in which it works.  In this context, it would thus be expected that the Representative would visit and correspond with governmental bodies, the European Union, foundations, religious groups, the media, etc. in consultation with the Head of Mission for Central and Eastern Europe (and other future Heads of Mission) and the Board.

Compensation

At present, this is a volunteer position.  In the future, depending on funding of the CWWPP and the level of work involved, some compensation may be given.  Compensation for travel and other expenses will be given in consultation with the Head of Mission for Central and Eastern Europe and the Board.
