     We are seeking a colleague with an earned doctorate in education or a related field, with a plan for dynamic scholarship and research, enthusiastic commitment to diversity, and readiness to be actively involved in partner schools. The candidate should demonstrate potential for: teaching a program that involves working successfully with classroom teachers from diverse settings over a time period of 22 months; collaborating with colleagues in a widely dispersed but interdependent departmental setting; implementing a research agenda; establishing relationships with K-12 schools, and participating in college and university governance. Other desirable expertise and/or experience include: practitioner research; K-12 classroom teaching; college-level teaching; use of technology to enhance student learning; urban/multicultural education; grant writing; assessment; online teaching and learning.  The position is based in the Milwaukee (WI) area and does require travel to other locations in the state and occasional trips to Chicago.

     The department of Integrated Studies in Teaching, Technology and Inquiry is comprised of 28 faculty members, includes two programs: Interdisciplinary Studies in Curriculum and Instruction (IDS), and Technology in Education (TIE); as well as offering graduate degrees. The IDS program is a wide scope, innovative generalist master’s program for experienced teachers of pre-school through adult students. Faculty in this field-based program work closely with small intact groups of classroom teachers offering a progressive, integrated, two-year curriculum stressing classroom-based action research, teacher reflection, cross-cultural understandings, and a concern with issues of social justice.   The Wisconsin program has offices in Milwaukee and Beloit, serving students in the southern and northeastern areas of the state.
