THE CHURCH OF PENTECOST – GENERAL HEADQUARTERS

COMMENDATIONS AND QUERIES ON 2012 AREA & NATIONS REPORTS

1. ACHIMOTA
The monthly All Officers School organized by the Area is worthy of commendation. The Achimota Area baptised a total of 2,263 converts in water. This represents 95.4% of souls won in the Area. In terms of overall growth in membership, the Area achieved 12.5% over the previous year. Regarding average monthly tithe contribution per adult member (above 19 years) the Area placed fourth nationwide by registering GHS 11.2/member. Achimota Area also recorded some very encouraging miracles. Well done for these commendable achievements! 

The Area also recorded a total of 763 backsliders out of which 333 representing 43.6% were won back. You are encouraged to work hard at winning back the rest.
2. AFLAO
By the grace of God, the Area won 5,456 souls, the third highest in the nation, baptised 3,117 converts in water, opened 20 assemblies and increased overall membership by 10.1%. These are very commendable achievements. The Area is also acknowledged for being able to mobilize 82.7% of all officers and leaders in the Area to participate in the Lay Leadership Training School. The practice of calling ministers at random to ascertain the effectiveness of the Bible Study and Home Cell activities in their respective Districts is also worthy of emulation. 
In terms of backsliders, the Area recorded a total of 1,060 but won back 485 representing 46%. You are kindly encouraged to intensify efforts at winning the remaining. 
3. AFRAM PLAINS
The Area is commended for increasing overall membership by 7.1%. The Church Growth Seminar was a step in the right direction. The Area PENTSOS also did a good job by organizing a day’s seminar for farmers to educate them on modernisation and mechanisation of Agriculture. 

The Area reported of eleven (11) Assemblies under trees last year, but this year twenty five (25).  Meanwhile four Assemblies were closed down and only one Assembly was opened.  What might have accounted for the increase in the under tree and classroom Assemblies?. The Area recorded a total of 635 Backsliders out of which only 168 representing 26.5% were won back. The Area has to intensify its efforts at winning back the remaining. 
4. AGONA SWEDRU
Afransi Pentecost Child Development Centre’s grasscutter farm won the District Best Non-Traditional Farmer award at the 2012 National Farmers’ Day. Congratulations! The Area PEMEM is also commended for increasing their offering to the National by 101.49%. 
The Area also baptised 2,779 converts in water representing 77% of souls won. This is a good performance but when compared to the previous year there was a decline of 16.3% in converts baptised. Kindly take notice of it. 
The Area had an overall membership of 41,597 but only 12,030, representing 29%, attended Christmas Convention. Kindly work hard in this area. Also the Area recorded a total of 2,551 backsliders during the year but only 33% were won back. Kindly intensify efforts at winning the remaining.
5. AGORMANYA
The Area is commended for the seminars held for all elders, musicians/ instrumentalists, deacons and deaconesses as well as all men in the Area. The Area PEMEM also did well by increasing their offering to the National by 71.06%
However, the Area recorded a total of 1,346 Backsliders of which only 374 representing 28% were won back. Kindly intensify efforts at winning back the remaining. 
6. AKIM ODA
The organisation of the Praise and Worship Conference, which was held in a bid to worship God and educate members on the role of the music ministry is commendable. The Area is further applauded for translating 90.6% of souls won into full membership. By winning back 55.7% of backsliders there remains 44.3% to be won back, kindly intensify efforts at bringing them to the fold.
Although the transfer out for the year (998), compared to the previous year’s figure of 1,066 was lower, it is still a very significant figure. Kindly investigate into the factors that may be causing these levels of transfer out and address them.
7. ASAMANKESE
Asamankese performed remarkably by achieving an increase of 59% in tithes over the previous year. The Area is further commended for baptising 3,368 converts in water and recording an 8.7% increase in overall membership. Converts baptised in the Holy Spirit for the year was 2,488. The 132.7% increase in Youth Ministry offering to the Head office is highly commendable. The Area also took the first position with regards to percentage increase in Missions Offering. These are very good achievements. Bravo!
The Discipleship Seminar, Tithes Evaluation and Monitoring Exercise, the commencement of the Area Radio Broadcast, the formation of Asamankese PIWC and Scholarship Scheme are all very commendable initiatives. The infrastructural activities of the Area is worthy of emulating. Twenty-seven (27) foundation stones for church buildings were laid in the year under review. Well done! 
8. ASANKRANGWA AREA

The Area recorded an overall membership increase of 16.9% thus making the Area the second highest in the nation. Asankragwa Area is again commended for having no assemblies worshiping under trees. Ayekoo!
In terms of backsliders, the Area recorded a total of 1,125 backsliders out of which only 38% were won back. The Area has to intensify efforts in winning these members back to the fold.
9. ASHAIMAN AREA

As a newly created Area, the Area is commended for baptising 94.2% of souls won. 
However, only 34% of the 588 backsliders in the Area were won back. Kindly intensify efforts at drawing the remaining back into the fold.
10. ASOKWA

It is worth noting that Asokwa Area was able to mobilize 96% of officers in the Area to attend the Lay Leadership Training School. The donation of various amounts to students by the Asokwa PIWC to the tune of GHS 14,166.20 is also highly commendable. 
The Area recorded a high number of backsliders, 1,627. Out of this number only 20% have been won back. Kindly expedite action on winning back the remaining 80%. Despite recording an increase of 6% in adult membership the Area PEMEM recorded a decrease of 3.85% in their offerings to the Head office over the previous year. Kindly address this.
11. ASSIN FOSO

The Area is commended for increasing overall membership by 7.2%, baptising 2,221 converts in water; an increase of 1.7% over last year and facilitating the baptism of 2,951 converts in the Holy Spirit; also an increase of 24.9% over last year. The Area is further lauded for the numerous miracles recorded out of which a twenty (20) year old traditional priest accepted Jesus Christ as his Lord and personal Saviour. 
In terms of backsliders, the Area was able to win only 39% of the 2,296 backsliders recorded for the year. More effort is needed to draw the rest back into the kingdom. 
12. AXIM AREA

The Area recorded a commendable 7.7% increase in membership. Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,004 which is fairly good. The Area is further commended for its Educational Sponsorships and the support to fire disaster victims at Brawire and Akyinim.
29% of the backsliders were won back. Kindly intensify work on bringing back the remaining.
13. BEREKUM 

Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,766. Well done! The Virgin/Abstinence Seminar put together by the Area Youth Ministry is a commendable program.
However, the Berekum Area recorded 1,034 backsliders out of which 43% were won back. Kindly do your best to win back the rest. Also 66% out of the 2,449 of the Officers attended the Lay Leadership Training School. What prevented the officers from participating? 
14. BOLGA 

Bolga performed remarkably in terms of percentage increase in tithes, recording 57% increase over the previous year’s. The Area is highly commended for being first in the nation regarding the number of souls won, converts baptised in water and converts baptised in the Holy Spirit. The Area recorded 11,212, 4,691, and 3,726 respectively for the period. The Area also recorded a remarkable twenty-nine (29) assemblies opened during the year. The Area is further commended for increasing overall membership by 9.6%. Well done Bolga!

The Area, however, won 33% of the 1,581 backsliders recorded for the year. Kindly intensify efforts in this area. Also the Area’s Evangelism Ministry offering to the Head office recorded a decrease of 16.5% below the previous year. Is there any explanation to this?
15. BOMPATA

Almost all the Ministries of the Area recorded remarkable increases over 2011 in terms of offerings to the Head office: Women’s, 438.65%; Children’s, 141.67%; Evangelism, 133.41%; PEMEM, 114.57%. Well done! The Area is also commended for installing the water pumping machine at the Army Barracks for use by the Church public and the security agency’s community.
It was however a surprise that the Area Crusade yielded only twenty (20) souls taking into consideration the magnitude of the programme. It is our prayer that abundant grace will flow in your next outreach. Kindly explain why the Area recorded only 2.8% increase in membership over the previous year. 
16. CAPE COAST

Cape Coast is commended for increasing Children’s Ministry offering to the Head office by 114.46% over the previous year’s amount. The Discipleship Conference held is very commendable.  The Area Youth Resource Centre’s vocational training gave various vocational training to forty (40) young ladies. This is a remarkable achievement. Well done!
However, the Area recorded 1,837 backsliders out of which 700, representing 38%, were won back. Kindly improve efforts at winning back the remaining 62%. 
17. DANSOMAN

Dansoman was able to mobilise 90% of all officers to attend the Lay Leadership Training School. The Area also contributed the third highest amount in terms of Youth Ministry offering to the Head office. They made several donations to individuals, other Areas, Districts, Missions and institutions. Ayekoo!

Emmanuel Assembly in the New Mamprobi District, Dansoman Area, even though numerically small in membership, was able to raise GHS 40,000 to purchase a plot of land.  Well done.
However, 42% of the 804 backsliders recorded for the year were won back. Kindly intensify efforts at winning the remaining.
18. DUNKWA
In the period under review, Dunkwa baptised the second highest number of converts in water, 3,632. The thirty-one (31) days earmarked for aggressive evangelism produced 774 converts baptised in water with two assemblies opened. Well done!  In total the Area opened fifteen (15) new local assemblies and increased overall membership by 8.9%. Ayekoo!

The Area is commended for the five (5) church buildings dedicated and twenty two (22) foundation stones laid for various assemblies and a Mission House. 
In terms of backsliders, 33.6% of the 2,411 recorded were won back.  Kindly map out an effective strategy to arrest this situation.
19. EJISU

Ejisu is commended for the 3,631 converts baptised in water, the third highest in the nation. The Ejisu Area Revival Centre (Adadientem) is commended for winning about 50% of the total number souls won by the Area.
However, the 1,682 converts who received Holy Ghost baptism does not commensurate with the 3,631 converts baptised in water. Prayer for Holy Spirit baptism should be intensified. Additionally, 35.7% of the 929 backsliders recorded in the year were won back. Kindly double up efforts at bringing the rest back. Also work at opening more assemblies since only two (2) were opened in the year under review.
20. ESSAM-DEBISO
Essam-Debiso once again emerged as the Area with the highest number (89) and percentage of assemblies (36.9%) worshiping in church-owned completed permanent premises. This is commendable and worthy of emulation.

The Area is also commended for the Finance and Counselling Seminars held and for the meeting of the ministers in the Area with their Presiding Elders monthly to take them through topics to be studied at the Cell meetings.

The Kaase Pentecost Preparatory School is commended for the 92% passes at the BECE. We pray that the school would chalk 100% pass soon. Additionally, the Area did well by winning back 65.7% of the number of backsliders recorded for the period. The Area is also commended for holding a fruitful meeting with thirty (30) Chiefs and Queens in the Area. 
However, total attendance at Easter and Christmas Conventions were 5,072 and 7,964 respectively despite the Area having a numerical strength of 25,410. Furthermore, the Area Evangelism Ministry offering to the Head office decreased by 17.6% in comparison with the previous year’s. Kindly address this. 
21. GOASO
A free eye and general medical screening exercise was organised by the Asumara District for the entire Asumara community. The Youth Ministry also organised a campaign against crime and indiscipline in the society. The Kasapin Clinic also awarded scholarships to two (2) staffs. Converts baptised in water for the year were 2,110. These are highly commendable initiatives and achievement, worthy of emulation. Well done!
Compared to 2011, there was a decrease of 12.1% in the number of converts baptised in water.  Also the Area won back only 35.5% of all backsliders. Kindly keep watch over these areas.

22. HO
Ho performed remarkably in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 69% over the previous year. The Area undertook seven (7) foundation stone-laying and six (6) sod-cutting ceremonies and also dedicated 6 church buildings and mission houses during the period. Well done!  
The Area reported that 73.2% officers attended the Lay Leaders’ Training School. It is an improvement over last year’s attendance. Keep improving on this since it helps to achieve the purpose for which the programme was instituted. The Area is further commended for winning back 65.8% of the 985 backsliders recorded in the year. 
Mawuli Worship Centre performed creditably by placing twenty-second with a District monthly contribution of GHS 21.98 per member in tithes nationwide. Keep it up.

23. HOHOE
Hohoe performed well in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 51% increase over the previous year. The Area is commended for recording the second highest number of converts baptised in the Holy Spirit, 3,530. The Area also baptised 3,287 converts in water and opened seventeen (17) new assemblies during the period. Bravo! 
The Finance Seminar held during the year is well acknowledged. The Area reported that 70% of the officers in the Area attended the Lay Leadership Training School and that is fairly good. You are however encouraged to work towards the mobilisation of all officers in the Area to participate. 
28.6% of the 2,932 backsliders recorded for the period were won back. The Area also recorded a large number of transfers out of 1,367. Kindly address these areas. 
24. KANESHIE

The Area is commended for recording 102.9% increase in attendance at the Lay Leadership Training School as compared to last year. The Area Family Life Week and Church Growth Conference are commendable programs. The Area was able to make donations to missions in and out of the country. 
The Area is highly commended for contributing the highest amounts in offerings to the Head office in respect to the following ministries: PEMEM, Evangelism, and Youth. In terms of quantum of tithes the Area placed third in the nation. Regarding average monthly tithe contribution per adult member (above 19 years) the Area also placed fifth nationwide recording GHS 11.2/member. Keep it up!
The Area Youth Ministry seminar on Islamic studies is commendable, hoping it has gingered the Area to reach out to the Muslims with the gospel. 
Kaneshie PIWC Youth is also commended for carrying out innovative telecom evangelism to new converts as well as backsliders as a way of following them up. The Centre is further commended for operating satellite churches at market places in the metropolis. 
The Area Deaf Ministry is also commended for carrying out house-to-house evangelism from which five (5) souls were won for Christ. 
The Area recorded a 4.0% increase in membership growth as against 7.3% in the previous year. This shows a declining growth. Kindly take notice and address it. 
25. KASOA
The Area’s ability to open fifteen (15) assemblies and create four (4) new districts is highly commendable. The Area is also commended for increasing the Area Evangelism Ministry offering to the Head office by 73.6% and increasing overall membership by 8.3% over that of 2011. Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,366. This is a remarkable achievement! 

On infrastructural development, the Area dedicated four (4) buildings, laid foundation stones for ten (10) buildings, and conducted sod cutting ceremonies for the commencement of twelve (12) church buildings and four (4) mission houses.  This is good and we encourage you to keep it up.
On the other hand however, the Area recorded a total of 991 backsliders out of which 585 were won back. This leaves 63% of backsliders to be won back. Kindly intensify efforts in this area.
26. KETE KRACHI

Kete Krachi Area performed remarkably in terms of percentage increase in tithes, recording 60% increase over the previous year’s. Additionally the Area was able to plant twenty-four (24) new assemblies and created two (2) Districts. In terms of overall membership, the Area recorded an increase of 8.2%. Well done!

Though 1,932 converts were baptised by immersion and 1,571 people received Holy Spirit baptism it does not commensurate with the 3,049 souls won in the period.  Kindly keep watch on this and follow up. Also 2,895 backsliders were recorded in the Area out of which 695 of them were won back. Kindly make all efforts to address this. 
27. KOFORIDUA
The Area Youth Ministry is commended for using the Youth Resource Centre at New Tafo to organize counselling sessions on various issues including academic and career guidance. Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,577 representing 0.7% increase over the previous year. Also converts baptised in the Holy Spirit was 2,535 which amounts to 98.4 % of converts baptised in water.  Well done! 

The Area is encouraged to increase the participation of officers in the Lay Leadership Training School since the number that attended represented 61.4%. There is also the need to step up the number of backsliders won back from the current 32% to an appreciable level. The Area Evangelism Ministry’s offering to the Head office also decreased by 21% below the previous year. Kindly explain the reasons for this.
28. KONONGO

The Area PEMEM is commended for the Professional Guild Committee formed. On the issue of backsliders, the report indicates that out of the 1,337 backsliders recorded, 37.6% have been won back. Kindly intensify efforts at this area. The total membership of the area stands at 19,674 but only 6,492 members attended the Christmas Convention on Sunday. Kindly work hard on this.
29. KWADASO
Kwadaso is commended for baptising 3,116 converts in the Holy Spirit and 2,798 in water. The Area also did fairly well by winning 54% of backsliders recorded for the year. You are encouraged to keep up the tempo and win more of the backsliders back. 

30. LA

In terms of the quantum of tithes contribution for 2012 the Area came second in the nation and recorded an average monthly tithe per adult member (above 19 years) of GHS16.80. At the district level, Kokomlemle PIWC came second with GHS74.33/member and Accra New Town also performed creditably by recording GHS 60.00/member placing fifth nationwide. Well done!
The Area also placed first in Missions Offering, second in Children and Evangelism Ministries’ offerings and third in PEMEM and Women’s Ministries’ offerings to the Head Office. Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,671, this represents an increase of 28.41% over the previous year. The Area mobilized 89.4% of all officers to attend the Lay Leadership Training School. The Area also supported hole-in-hearts patients with a total sum of GHS19, 000.00. These are highly commendable achievements and initiatives. Kindly keep it up.
On the other hand, the report shows that the Area was able to win back only 29% of the 1,619 backsliders recorded. Kindly address this area.
31. MADINA

The Area is commended for increasing overall membership by 7.4%. In terms of quantum of tithes for 2012, the Area came fourth in the nation and third with regards to average tithe per member recording GHS12/member. Keep it up!

The Area is commended for the Professional Ladies dinner workshop for Muslim friends from Nima Nursing Training School, which led to nine (9) Muslims Nursing students accepting Christ. 
However, Rallies held and converts baptised decreased below that of the previous year by 9.6% and 22.4%.  Kindly take notice of these. 
32. MAMPONG
Generally there was great improvement in many sectors of the Area’s work. For instance, the Area performed remarkably in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 57% rise over the previous year. Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,504 representing an increase of 15.87% over the previous year. Well done! The Area is also acknowledged for winning back 54% of the 1,097 backsliders recorded for the year. Kindly continue to work harder in this area. 
33. MANKESSIM

The Area PEMEM is commended for visiting the Traditional Rulers of Mankessim. The Area is commended for using the proceeds from the ‘We Care Day’ offering for registering ninety (90) members into the National Health Insurance Scheme, supporting needy but brilliant students and paying medical bills for needy members.
Out of the 1,381 backsliders recorded in the year 35.9% were won back. There is the need to intensify efforts in this area. It was observed from the report that the AIDF was disbursed only for Mission House projects. Provide reasons for this. Overall membership was not provided in the comparative statistics. Kindly rectify this in subsequent reports.
34. NEW TAFO
New Tafo is commended for achieving 7.1% overall growth in membership. Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,079 indicating an increase of 12.4% over the previous year. In terms of average tithes and missions offering per adult member (above 19 years), at the District level, New Tafo PIWC excelled with an average adult member tithe contribution of GHS 65.17/member placing fourth; and missions offering contribution of GHS 5.02, placing third.
91.5% of the 1,596 officers in the New Tafo Area participated in the Lay Leadership Training School. This is worthy of mention.

The Area’s total membership stands at 40,625 but out of this number only 14,288 and 10,125 attended the Easter and Christmas Conventions on Sunday respectively. Kindly address this tendency. 
35. NKAWKAW
The Nkawkaw Area is commended for increasing overall membership by 8.8%. The Area also did well by baptising 98% of souls won. Additionally, there were twenty one (21) foundation stones laid and one mission house dedicated. Well done!
However, only 29.2% of the 1,193 backsliders were won.  Kindly address this.
36. OBUASI

Obuasi Area recorded the third highest number of converts baptised in the Holy Spirit, 3,284. The Area is highly commended for baptising 3,336 converts in water, opening eight (8) new assemblies and increasing overall membership by 7.3%. Also the Area is commended for organising a program for virgins that aimed at encouraging them to maintain their virginity. 
The Area recorded 2,338 transfers out and 32% of the 3,440 backsliders were won back. Kindly address these areas.
37. ODORKOR
Odorkor Area is commended for 9.6% increase in overall membership. The Area is further lauded for mobilising 90% of officers in the Area to participate in the Lay Leadership Training School. Odorkor was able to dedicate twelve (12) church buildings and mission houses, laid seven (7) foundation stones and cut the sod for seven (7) mission houses and church buildings during the year. 
The Area PEMEM is commended for using film evangelism to minister to land guards in some parts of the Area. In terms of ministry offerings to the headquarters, there was great improvement over the previous year with the Women’s Ministry increasing their offering by 318%, Youth Ministry by 200.2%, PEMEM by 144.4%, Children by 144.3% and Evangelism by 130%. This is outstanding. Keep it up. The Area is again applauded for taking the first positions in the 0-6 and 10-12 children categories of an inter-denominational quiz organized by the Child Evangelism Ministry (CEM). 
38. SAWLA
The Area recorded a remarkable 13% increase in overall membership (third highest nationwide), grew in children and adult membership by 13.7% and 11.7% placing fifth and fourth positions respectively. The Area also increased converts baptised in water by 15.54% over that of the previous year and laid fourteen (14) foundations stones. These are remarkable achievements.  Well done!
39. SEFWI WIAWSO

The miracles which took place in the Area are remarkable. The Area is commended for the Evangelistic activities embarked upon which resulted in 2,292 converts baptised in water and 2,785 Holy Spirit baptisms. This is a good achievement. The Area PEMEM and Women’s Ministries offerings to the Head office decreased by 11.3% and 0.6% respectively.  Kindly keep watch in these areas.  66.1% of all officers in the Area attended the Lay Leadership Training School. This is a good effort. However the Area is encouraged to increase participation.
40. SUAME
The Area achieved an overall membership growth by 10.4%, Children membership growth by 11.9% and increased converts baptised by 8.6%. The Area Evangelism ministry is commended for reaching out and winning thirty (30) commercial sex workers and eight (8) physically challenged people. Out of the 1,968 backsliders 1,497 representing 76.1% were won back in the period.  Well done.
However, total attendance for the Christmas Convention on Sunday was 12,894 out of the total adult Area membership of 32,924. Kindly address this area. 
41. SUHUM
Suhum is commended for recording 2,121 converts baptised in the Holy Spirit. The Area Women’s Ministry is also commended for visiting the Nsawam Prisons and making various donations to the institution.
On the contrary, the Area recorded a total number of 2,596 backsliders out of which only 871 representing 33.6% were won back. There is the need for more effort to win back the remainder.  The Area opened only two assemblies; you are encouraged to do more. Provide explanation for the rationale behind the Area’s usage of the AIDF received to support thirteen (13) projects, out of which ten (10) were for mission houses and only three (3) for church building projects. The Area also recorded only 2.4% increase in membership over the previous year. Kindly intensify discipleship.
42. SUNYANI

Sunyani performed remarkably in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 63% increase over the previous year. The Area is lauded for the educational support being offered to some individuals. The missions offering and McKeown Mission’s offering were increased by 63% and 116% respectively, over the budgeted amounts.  In terms of tithes at the District level, Mmeredane District performed creditably by placing twenty-third with a monthly contribution of GHS 20.91/member in tithes. Keep it up. We thank God for the spectacular events recorded, they are faith lifting.

However, converts baptised in water and the Holy Spirit baptism reduced by 5.0% and 2.1% respectively. Kindly keep an eye on these.

Bechem District alone has thirty-two (32) leaders. Is there any reason for such a large number in one District?  Kindly find out.
43. TAKORADI
Takoradi performed well in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 54% over the previous year. In terms of Missions offering at the district level, the Takoradi PIWC deserves commendation for achieving the highest average monthly contribution per member of GHS 7.15 nationwide.  The Area baptised 2,623 converts in water representing an increase of 18.05 over the previous year.  2,171 members were also baptised by the Holy Spirit representing a modest increase of 3.14% over the previous year. This is a good achievement.
The Area Radio and Television Ministry is commended for broadcasting on two (2) FM Stations and one (1) Television Station. The Area Prison Ministry is commended for holding church services on Wednesdays and Sundays for prisoners with average attendance of sixty (60) and (90) respectively. The Pentecost Area Co-operative Credit Union (PENTACCU) is commended for increasing membership by 86.5%. The Area also increased its Men’s Ministry offering to the Head office by 102.4%. Well done!
However, the Area recorded 2,472 Backsliders out of which only 561 representing 23.7% were won. Kindly give more attention in this area. 
44. TAMALE
The monthly officers training in the Tamale metropolis as well as the residential retreat for elders in the Area are commendable. Again, the one week set aside for the revitalization of Home Cells is worthy of emulation. Tamale performed well in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 62% over the previous year. The Area is commended for opening fifteen (15) assemblies and increasing overall membership by 8.4%. Also 95.7% of officers attended the Lay Leadership Training School. This is a remarkable 46% increase over last year’s attendance. Moreover, 62.3% of backsliders were won back. Well done!
45. TARKWA

Tarkwa Area is highly commended for transferring Mumuni District to Asankragwa Area to facilitate efficient ministerial oversight. It is a matured act, which is worthy of emulation. The Area is commended for leading 3,277 converts to receive baptism in the Holy Spirit. This represents 9.18% increase over the previous year. Also converts baptised in water for the year was 2,682 which is an increase of 9.02% over the previous year. These are very good achievements.  In terms of the quantum of tithes for 2012 the Area was fifth in the nation. This is commendable.
The Area recorded 2,580 backsliders out of which only 896 representing 34.7% were won. Kindly pay attention to this. The Area Men’s Ministry also recorded a 0.19% decrease in offering to the Head office. Kindly take notice. 
46.
TECHIMAN
The Area is commended for opening twelve (12) assemblies and increasing overall membership by 6.2% during the year under review. The Area Radio Ministry is also commended for broadcasting on five (5) radio stations. Well done!

Converts baptised in water for the year was 2,934. This is a good achievement however it is a 13.8% decline from that of last year. Holy Spirit baptism also recorded a reduction of 10.4%. Kindly keep an eye on these. 
Also the Area recorded 2,728 backsliders out of which 43% were won back. There is the need to intensify efforts to win more. 

47 TEMA
Tema Area baptised 2,190 converts in water. This is commendable. In terms of average tithes and missions offering per adult member (above 19 years) at the District level, Tema PIWC took the third and second positions with contributions of GHS 66.01 and GHS 6.43 respectively. Well done!

Tema Area is commended for coming first in terms of Children’s Ministry offering to the Head office. Many districts and several individuals within the Area made various donations both in cash and kind to other Districts and Assemblies. These gestures are praiseworthy.
48 TESHIE-NUNGUA

From 2010 to 2012, Teshie-Nungua Area has consistently been in the lead in terms of tithes performance. In 2012, the Area increased its tithes performance by 155% as compared to the previous year. Average tithe per member was GHS83.00. At the District level, Nungua Nshorna took the leading position with an average tithe per adult member of GHS 683.54. This is outstanding and the Area is lauded for this feat.

The Area is commended for increasing overall membership by 10.5%. Teshie-Nungua Area Youth ministry is commended for representing the Church and winning the Regional Interdenominational quiz and sports organized by the Bible Society of Ghana in 2012. 
Teshie-Nungua also came first, second and third in terms of Women’s, PEMEM and Evangelism Ministry offerings to the Head office. Well done!
However, 39% of the 1,080 backsliders recorded in the Area were won back. Kindly intensify efforts in this area.

49 WA
The Area is highly commended for increasing overall membership by 10.3%, adult membership by 13% and opening thirty-two (32) new assemblies, the third highest in the nation. Converts baptised in water for the year were 2,533 showing an increase of 47.52% over the previous year. This is an achievement worthy of commendation!

Wa Area came second in terms of percentage increase in tithes recording 78% increase.  The Area Youth Ministry also increased their offering to the Head office by a remarkable 122%. 81% of the officers attended the Lay Leaders Training School. Also sod cutting ceremonies were organized for fifteen (15) projects to begin. These are remarkable! The Best Farmer’s Day organised by the Area is also worthy of mention.
However, the Area registered a total of 2,405 backsliders out of which 528 representing 22% were won back. Kindly intensify efforts in this area. 

50
WALEWALE

Walewale, for the second time running opened the highest number of assemblies, 45, and recorded 3,531 converts baptised in water, the fourth highest in the nation. The Area once again emerged as the Area with the highest percentage increases of 30%, 29% and 32% in overall membership, adult membership and children membership respectively. This places the Area in the first position in all three categories for the second time running. The Area also performed well in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 52% increase over the previous year. With the Youth Ministry and Missions offerings to the Head office, Walewale registered an increase of 130% and 45.2% respectively over the previous year. The Area also recorded 100% participation in the Lay Leadership Training School. These are outstanding performances. Well done! 

However, the Area with an overall total membership of 20,811 had only 2,445 attend the Easter convention. What may have caused this low attendance? This needs serious attention.
51 YENDI

Yendi came third in terms of percentage increase in tithes with a record of 74% increase over the previous year. The Area is highly commended for being able to open forty 40 assemblies, the second highest in the nation, and recording a 13.6% increase in overall membership. This was the third highest figure in the country. Yendi also did very well in the area of Holy Spirit baptism and converts baptised; 3,212 and 2,671 respectively. The Area Children’s Ministry also increased its offering to the Head office by 124.4%. Well done!

On the contrary, the Area recorded a total of 878 backsliders out of which 265 (30%) were won back. Kindly follow up on this.
MINISTRIES AND COMMITTEES
1. WOMEN’S

The Ministry increased membership by a remarkable 75.8%. Women’s Ministry’s total offering for 2012 increased by 85.72% over the previous year. Bravo! 

The ministry is commended for setting aside May 1 in the year to appreciate widows and orphans in the districts. The Leadership training for the National leadership aimed at equipping them with requisite skills is commendable. Eight (8) students in various tertiary institutions received sponsorships from the Ministry. Well done!  

2. PEMEM

PEMEM’s total offering for 2012 increased by 30.17% over the previous year. The PENTEX Fair held is highly commended. It is acknowledged that the active members grew from 118,843 to 127,787 representing 7.5% over the previous year’s. The number of meetings held over the period however fell from 55,807 to 51,526 representing a decrease of 7.7%. What may have caused this reduction? 

3. YOUTH

The Youth Ministry’s total offering for 2012 increased by 31.28% over the previous year. The Ministry also increased in membership by 14.5%. Bravo!

The School of Apologetics and Mentorship programs are worthy of mention. 

However, the Pentecost Young Missionaries (PYM) evangelism was able to translate only 18.3% of the souls won in the outreaches into full membership. What can we do to improve on this?
4.
CHILDREN

The Children’s Ministry’s total offering for 2012 increased by 36.66% over the previous year. This is commendable. The Ministry is also commended for the National Children’s Prayer Festival for peace and the Operation Green Ghana which was aimed at promoting afforestation and a friendly environment. The Children’s syllabi developed and printed are steps in the right direction.

Dansoman Area children’s Ministry is commended for organising the Young Disciples’ Conference for children.
5. EVANGELISM

The Ministry’s total offering for 2012 which increased by 22.10% over the previous year is acknowledged. The Evangelism Ministry was also able to increase membership by 14.8%. The miracles recorded were encouraging. Well done!
6. NOM 

The Ministry is commended for putting the second NOM conference together to train its members. Adult membership increased from 5,580 to 6,965, thus recording 24% growth while children membership increased from 2,793 to 2,952 representing a growth of 5%. This is worth commending.  

7. ESTATE

The fencing of the Opeikuma land and the compilation of the electronic data base of documents on landed properties is very commendable. Thirty (30) land documents were executed by the Trustees of the Church and returned for further processing by the Assemblies. The committee worked so hard in ensuring that the first phase of the Pentecost Convention Centre Project was almost completed. Well done!
8.  RADIO AND TELEVISION

The feedback received from the Pentecost Hour broadcast through text messages and phone-in calls are encouraging. Out of the broadcast, 624 souls accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and personal saviour out of which 291 converts were known to have been baptised in water. Well done! The brochure guide indicating various radio and television stations where Pentecost Hour is aired is a step in the right direction. It should be made more accessible to the membership.

9. PENSION

The Board recorded an increase of 60.8% in actual total revenue in 2012 as against the previous year. This is commendable.

Kindly let us know the measures the board is putting in place to ensure that the Pentecost Guest House does not run at a loss.

10. PENTSOS

The number of schools increased by 15.1% and student enrolment by 1.7%. This is fairly good. The seven (7) health institutions of the Church performed creditably even though they faced the challenge of late reimbursement from the National Health Insurance Authority. Well done!

PENTSOS is commended for developing partnership with Akrowa Aged-Life Foundation in Denmark who donated a new X-Ray machine to the Pentecost Hospital.   Kindly take steps to install the equipment.
11. PENTMEDIA

PENTMEDIA is commended for the effort in initiating the online FM broadcast.  Kindly endeavour to complete it.
CDs/DVDs and Pentecost Hour production recorded a decrease of 52% and 7% respectively below the previous year. On the whole, total turnover for 2012 decreased by 14% as compared to 2011. What are the causes for this decline?

ARCHIVES

The committee is commended for completing the listing of all holdings in the archives and scanning some relevant documents of the Church for storage as part of archives. You are encouraged to complete scanning all relevant documents.
MISSIONS

1. UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

The Church in the USA is commended for increasing membership from 18,558 in 2011 to 20,073 in 2012, representing 8.2% growth. The nation also performed creditably by baptising 596 converts in water and placing third among the external branches. Ten (10) new Assemblies were also opened. Well done! 

The USA is additionally commended for being able to meet its McKeown Fund budget and exceeding the Missions offering budget by 27.8%.
2. CONGO (DR)  
The National Head is commended for visiting members who were displaced as a result of war and donating food, clothes and cash to them. Six souls were won that day and baptised. Well done!

3. CHAD

Chad is commended for translating 85% of souls won into full membership. Well done! 
4. RWANDA

The nation is commended for translating 63% of souls won into full membership. This resulted in overall membership growth of 42%.  Consequently, Four (4) assemblies were opened. Well done!

5. CHINA

China is highly commended for increasing adult membership from 130 to 800 representing 515.4% growth. This is the second highest adult growth rate among the nations. Well done!
The membership of the children grew from 3 in 2011 to 416 in 2012. This is remarkable. 

6. BURKINA FASO

The nation recorded 8.4% increase in overall growth in membership and opened eight (8) new assemblies in the year. Well done!

However, the nation was able to translate only 14.2% of souls won into full membership. Kindly work at this.
7. TOGO

The nation performed creditably by baptising 4,100 converts and placing first  among the external branches. Togo is commended for translating 56.6% of souls won into full membership. The nation is encouraged to press on. The nation is also commended for opening 77 Assemblies and creating two new districts.  Bravo!

8. AUSTRALIA

The nation is commended for translating 60.7% of souls won into full membership, increasing children membership by 20.4% and adult membership by 13%.
9. BELGIUM

Belgium is highly commended for translating 93.3% of souls won into full membership. However, the cost of the Captiva Chevrolet vehicle purchased was not stated. Kindly provide it. 
10. SPAIN

Good work done for translating 80.7% of souls won into full membership.
11. ANGOLA

Angola is commended for increasing membership by 5.9%. However, converts baptised in water decreased by 13.5%.  Kindly work at this.
12. CAPE VERDE

The nation is commended for translating 88.5% of souls won into full membership. 
13. CONGO BRAZZAVILLE

The nation is commended for adopting a house-to-house evangelism approach which yielded 181 converts. Of this number 95% have been translated into full membership. Keep it up!
14. EQUATORIAL GUINEA

The nation is commended for increasing converts baptised in water by 113% resulting in a 103% increase in overall membership. Well done!
15. ETHIOPIA

The leadership is commended for increasing converts baptised in water by 79.3%. 
16. GERMANY

Germany is commended for increasing its McKeown Fund contribution by 33.8% and Missions Offering by 21%. Well done! The nation also held November Prayer Conference for all ministers, church leaders and members. This is worthy of emulation.
17. GREECE

20. INDIA

The nation is commended for drilling two boreholes for two needy villages which will serve at least 200 households. 50 women are undergoing diploma in Tailoring training in the church’s free Martha Tailoring Institute. Well done.
21. ITALY

The nation is commended for opening four (4) assemblies and increasing converts baptised in the Holy Spirit by 11.2% over the previous year. 
Kindly explain what led to the closing of the assembly.
22. ZAMBIA

The nation is commended for the creation of a new District and also for opening seven (7) new assemblies.  Converts baptised in water increased by 22.8%. Good work done. 

23. UKRAINE 

Ukraine translated 68% of souls won into full membership. Well done!
24. THE UNITED KINGDOM

The United Kingdom is commended for the significant increase of 10.2% and 8.6% in children and adult membership respectively. The nation also did well by translating 70.1% of souls won into full membership. 

However, converts baptised in the Holy Spirit decreased by 15.8%. Kindly intensify efforts in this area. 
25. THE GAMBIA

26. THAILAND 

There was a general decrease in all reporting statistics. Kindly address them. 
27. SWITZERLAND 

The nation did creditably in increasing their membership by 5.5% and opening an assembly. The various donations made including the ones to PUC and Pentecost Vocational School are well acknowledged.
28. SWAZILAND

Only 40% of the souls won were translated into full membership. Kindly address this.
29. BURUNDI
Burundi is highly commended for increasing overall membership by 105.4% over the previous year and opening six new assemblies. The nation also performed creditably by baptising 493 converts and placing first among the external branches in terms of percentage increase over the previous year’s figure of 62.  Well done!
30. BRAZIL
