Speakers and Workshop Presenters
Richard O’Neill is founder and former director of National Men’s Health Week, now an independent consultant and trainer who works with health professionals, the police and a range of others to raise awareness of issues that relate to the Gypsy Traveller community. 
Lisa Smith is from the Travelling community and has worked in Worcestershire's GRT Education Team for the last seven years improving outcomes for young people. She has completed an MA in Inclusive Education with a focus on GRT Education and barriers within the education system that maintain exclusion for these groups of learners.

Jo Richardson is Professor of Housing and Social Research in the department of politics and public policy at De Montfort University, Leicester. Jo and her team have been undertaking a piece of research, funded by the JRF, that seeks to examine some challenges faced by Gypsy and Traveller communities in the UK, particularly related to the tension and conflict around Gypsy and Traveller sites on two key issues: (1) site management and (2) planning and development of new sites.
Cath Jackson is a Senior Research Fellow in York Trials Unit at the University of York. Her research focuses on understanding how people make decisions about vaccination; and then designing and testing programmes to address their concerns about vaccines. Her work includes the first randomised controlled trial of a web based decision aid for MMR vaccination (http://www.leedsmmr.co.uk/) and a small study examining the opinions of parents on MenB vaccination. Cath has recently completed a UK wide project exploring views on vaccination with Gypsies and Travellers.
Ruth Robson is a Connexions worker with the City of York Council. She works with young people from the Traveller community to help them find work or further education opportunities when leaving school.
