Girls and young are amongst the most vulnerable to the negative impacts of 
climate change. These impacts can limit girls’ access to education and 
resources. 

Because of the high level of dependence on local natural resources for their 
livelihood, girls and young women are disproportionately affected by extreme 
events resulting from climate change. According to UNIFEM, 70% of the world’s hungry are girls 

Girls and young women are stakeholders in addressing climate Change issues.They are potential and powerful agents of change both within their local communities and at an international level       We therefore  are calling upon UNFCCC to recognize the impact of Climate Change in their lives. 
In a statement by The UNFCCC Secretary General, Christiana Figueres, she noted that negotiations  can be much more effective if we recognize a paradigm change based on 
responsibility to future generations, and that the human face of climate 
change is  understood. 
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
